What you need to follow December’s project

« Heavy weight 130 Lutradur, cut into 25c¢cm x 25cm (10 inches) with pinking shear edge
« Spray paint - | used pebeo Fabric Textile Spray - midnight blue, you can use as many spray paints as you wish,
but you only need one to complete this project. The spray paints do not need to be fabric spray paints you can

also you acrylic spray paints.

« Natural finds, grasses, feedheads fresh flowers / weeds, leaves, ferns for monoprinting
(fresh pieces only pick when ready for the monoprinting session)

« A hard bristle paint brush for monoprinting and mark-making, small brush for touching up.

« Marking -making - cardboard, lego, bubble wrap or sequin strip, cones, - anything you can find!
« Paper to hand when monoprinting

« Fabric paints | use : Pebeo Setacolor fabric paints: for mark-making Turquoise 30 Light fabrics,
Cinnamon 93 Opaque, Olive green 83 Opaque. For monoprinting Black 19 Opaque,

fabrics. You can also use acrylics paints if you do not have fabric paints.

Threads: | use polyester rust for FME and a thread to topstitch with - | used topstitch thread but you can
use metallic or normal thread.

Light mounding paste / white card to make stencils./ artist knife / 505 temporary adhesive

Optional - Gold foil / Gilding Adhesive / Varnish / Soft and bristly paint brush,

«For mounting | used cotton rag paper - 310gms Khadi handmade Indian paper or 300gms watercolour
paper - optional
